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        Rules and Regulations 2003-2004
LOBBY AND CLASSROOM ETIQUETTE

A. Smoking is not permitted in the studio or lobby.

B. Horseplay, foul language or other disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.  This policy applies to every person entering That’s Dancing.  

C. Please keep our dance studios and lobby clean.  Water and Gatorade are available in the lobby vending machine.  Please dispose of containers properly.  Gum, candy, and soda are not permitted.  Food is not permitted in the lobby.

D. Water bottles are permitted in class. Cups with straws and bottles that cannot be closed tightly are not permitted in class or in the lobby.

E. Strollers are not permitted in the dance studios.

CLASS ATTIRE

A. Students must wear appropriate shoes and attire to class.  Please label dancewear and all dance shoes with dancer’s name.
B. BTC and BT classes

1. Solid color leotard and tights. Chiffon ballet skirts are permitted.

2. Pink ballet shoes, tan tap shoes.

3. Please refrain from wearing overly ornamented leotards.  Sequined, beaded or feathered leotards are not permitted.

C. Ballet

1. Solid color leotard and tights.  Chiffon ballet skirts are permitted.

2. Pink split sole ballet shoes.

D. Jazz, Tap, Modern & Lyrical

1. Solid color leotard and tights (footless for Modern).  Jazz pants are permitted.

2. Athletic shorts and pedestrian styled pants are not permitted.

3. Black split sole jazz shoes for jazz, black full sole oxford tap shoes for tap, tan split sole jazz shoes for lyrical and bare feet for modern.

E. Boys

1. Solid color jazz pants or tights and white T-shirt.

2. Black ballet shoes, black oxford tap, black split sole jazz shoes, bare feet for modern.

F. T-shirts and shorts should be worn to class as a cover-up but are not permitted in technique class.

G. Hair must be pulled off the face and shoulders.  Ponytails and buns are appropriate hairstyles for class.  Students should not have to re-do hair during class time.

H. Jewelry of any kind is not allowed in class. Staff is not responsible for students’ belongings.  All jewelry should be left at home.

ATTENDANCE

A. Students should arrive promptly to class. Good attendance is imperative for proper training.  Excessive absences and tardiness can hold back the entire class.

B. If a student will be missing class, please notify the front desk at 561-642-9677.
C. It is the student’s responsibility to make-up the missed class and learn previously missed material.

D. Perfect attendance recognition is given at the Dance Gala.  Missed classes may not be “made-up” to be considered for the award.

CLASS OBSERVATION

A. Observation weeks are October 27 – November 15, 2003 & February 16 – March 6, 2004. Studio 5 & 6 have the first week of each observation, Studio 7 the second week and Studio 8 the third week. Observers are invited to observe class in its entirety.  Please arrive promptly.

B. Cellular telephone and pagers should be turned off during classroom observation. Cameras and videos are welcome.  

C. Dancers can have two observers each.  We discourage bringing small children into observation.  If you bring small children, we ask that you do not let them run around or play during the class.

D. Teachers at That’s Dancing often teach with the door open.  We would like to continue this practice as long as the lobby remains relatively quiet and students in technique class are able to concentrate and focus on material being taught.

STUDENT PICK UP

A. Students are dismissed to the lobby and are not permitted to leave the studio until a parent or guardian has come in to get them.  

B. Students should be picked up on time.  Please do not park in the fire lane while waiting for students.

C. Please note that students will not be chaperoned after class.

D. Only parents or legal guardians are able to pick up students unless prior arrangements are made.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

A. That’s Dancing will close when the Palm Beach County Public School District does.  Please watch the local news for these days or check our website at www.ThatsDancing.com
B. Make-up classes will be arranged shortly thereafter.
TUITION

A. Tuition is due the first of each month.

B. A $10 late fee will be added if your payment is not received by the 10th of the month.

C. You will receive coupons to pay monthly tuition.  Please include the coupon with monthly payments.  Bills will only be sent if payments are late.

D. Tuition is due on time even if your child did not attend class during the payment week.

E. We accept cash, Visa, MasterCard, Debit Card or personal check.  Auto payment forms are available.  Make checks payable to That’s Dancing at the front desk or you can mail your payments to:

F. A $30 fee will be charged for all returned checks.

G. Tuition is non-refundable.  

H. If you decide not to continue classes, we will need to know in writing before tuition is due for the month.  Otherwise we assume that you will be returning and will be billed accordingly.

I. All accounts must be cleared before May 15, 2004 for your child to be able to participate in the recital.

J. Legal action will be taken for all accounts 60 days past due.  Court costs are the responsibility of the billing contact.

COSTUMES

A. A $50 costume deposit (per costume) is due by December 1, 2003.  In order to ensure that costumes arrive before picture day, all costumes are ordered over winter break.  Students will be measured in class before hand.

B. Costumes will not be ordered for students that do not have a deposit into the studio before winter break.  

C. Costumes that are ordered late (after December break) will incur additional shipping expenses.

D. The costume balance of $28 (per costume) is due by February 14, 2004.  The balance includes all accessories and tights needed for each costume.

E. For younger students we will take growth into account and order accordingly.

F. Costumes fees are non-refundable.  

DRESS REHEARSAL

A. Dress rehearsal is scheduled for June 1-3, 2004.

B. We will start dress rehearsal with the finale and proceed with Act 1 followed by Act 2.  Students are free to leave after they have finished rehearsing their last dance.

C. All students must be chaperoned.

RECITAL

A. Dance Gala 2004 is scheduled for June 4-6, 2004.

B. You will be notified before December 1, 2003, which day or days your dancer will be performing.

C. Gala tickets are sold on a lottery system.  Forms for ticket lottery will be included with your spring newsletter.

COMMUNICATION

A. Students receive information and updates in the form of paper handouts in class.  They are encouraged to share the information to keep everyone updated.

B. All information is always posted on the lobby bulletin board.  If you feel that you have not received information, this is a great place to get informed.  Checking the students dance bag has also proven to provide the answers to many mysteries.
